2 REASONS

1. To take care of your family. ñIf 
anyone does not provide for his relatives, 
and especially for his immediate family, 
he has denied the faith and is worse than 
an unbeliever. (1 Timothy 5:8)

2. To bless others.  ñHe answered: "'Love the Lord your God with all 
your heart and with all your soul and with all your strength and with all 
your mind'; and, 'Love your neighbor as yourself.'ñ  (Luke 10:27)

SOLUTION

ñPeople who want to get rich fall into 
temptation and a trap and into many 
foolish and harmful desires that plunge 
men into ruin and destruction.

THOSE WHO FOLLOW THIS 
PLAN TEND TO LIVE 
RECESSION PROOF LIVES:

1. Give at least 10% away
2. Save at least 20% for long-term
3. Save  at least 10% for emergencies
4. Automate savings and bills
5. Live on 60% or less of income
6. Have multiple streams of income
7. Have proper insurance in place
8. Use debt wisely
9. Have a coach/ financial accountability partner
10. Money does not define success or happiness



THE FAITHFUL FIVE

1. Passionate Income Earner ïdoing 
what he loves
2. Generous Giver ïusing Godôs 
money to bless others
3. Wise Investor ïcarefully multiplying 
the wealth entrusted to him
4. Cautious Debtor - committing to 
only use debt as a last resort
5. Prudent Consumer ïspending only 
on things in line with values



1. GIVE  AT LEAST 10% 
AWAY?

How we use our time, talents, and 
treasures is a direct reflection of 
our faith.



2. SAVE AT LEAST 20% FOR 
LONG-TERM?

ÁFaith-based investing (protecting your 
heart)
ÁDiversification (protecting your risk)
ÁGrowth (protecting against inflation
ÁTax planning (protecting against excessive 
taxation)
ÁControl investment costs (protection against 
poor returns) 
ÁWise counsel (protection from poor mistakes)

ÁRainy day fund
ÁMaximize yield
ÁMinimize taxes

debt

4. AUTOMATE SAVINGS AND BILLS?

ÁOut of site, out of mind
ÁElectronic transfers from checking and savings
ÁBill payment
ÁAvoid late payments and additional fees
ÁPut part of financial life on auto-pilot

Bucket  A is for short-term 
needs  (1-3 years)

Bucket B is for intermediate 
needs (3-7 years)

Bucket C is long-term savings 
(7+ years)

Á8 of 10 criminals grew up with poverty
ÁNearly 80% of divorces attributed to money 
problems
ÁNearly 50% of suicides are debt or money related
ÁConditions involving child labor, child prostitution, 
and children engaged in war are often a direct result 
of poverty conditions
ÁMoney in the right hands for the right purposes can 
make a HUGE difference for the Kingdom of God.

ÁToo much insurance:  unbiblical

ÁNot enough insurance: unwise 
steward

ÁInsurance is a tool just like any 
other investment opportunity



8. USE DEBT  WISELY?

Good Debt:  Leverage can work 
for you.  Debts that increase your 
net worth. (business, real estate, property)

Bad Debt: Debts on depreciating 
assets (auto, machinery, boats)

Ugly Debt: Debts that you 

consume (vacations, dinner, entertainment) Debt is not a sin but can be an 
unwise use of God-given 
resources.

ÁFinancial accountability helps minimize 
costly mistakes
ÁEven the most successful still use a 
coach
